ounty continued to feel im

pacts of the global econom
ic recession.  

H
ow

ever, it is m

ic conditions have forced a m
arket correction that w

ill 
solidify a m

ore sustainable level of grow
th and developm

ent in S
henandoah C

ounty, and around 
the C

om
m

onw
ealth.   

 T
o that end, the P

lanning C
om

m
ission review

ed only three site plan requests, five special use 
perm

its, one text am
endm

ent, and tw
o rezoning requests.  T

hese num
bers reflect a decrease over 

last year’s requests.  In addition, no subdivision plats cam
e before the P

lanning C
om

m
ission in 

2009.  T
he outcom

es of these requests heard by the P
lanning C

om
m

ission are spelled out in the 
report along w

ith a history of these types of applications from
 previous years.  A

lso, there is a 
sum

m
ary of staff’s actions concerning adm

inistrative plats, building perm
its, and lan

d 
disturbance perm

its, along w
ith a sum

m
ary of the actions of the B

oard of Z
oning A

ppeals. 
 In contrast, adm

inistrative subdivision requests held nearly steady, and the total num
ber of new

 
residential buildings in the C

ounty and tow
ns decreased at a significantly low

er rate than in 
recent years.  T

ever the total 

acreage decreased.  Q
uite favorably though, the num

ber of com
